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In the fall of 2024, thirty eight eighth grade students at Saint Dominic Academy in  
Auburn, Maine, wrote an essay for the Catholic Citizenship Essay Contest. The 
theme this year was "What are the two most important virtues for an elected 
leader to posess , and why?
